AMENITY

The potential adverse impacts on local amenity at identified receptors from litter,
vermin, waste, traffic, noise, odour and air quality can be adequately mitigated using
standard procedures associated with good waste management practice. These
procedures will be required under the terms of the site's Environmental Permit which
will be issued by the Environment Agency.
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In view of the mitigation measures proposed and that all waste related operations will
take place inside the building, it is considered that the development will not give rise
to any unacceptable impacts in terms of amenity.

Whilst it is recognised that residues are generated as a result of the energy generation
process, assuming worst case scenarios, a 94% reduction in the volume of incoming
waste will be achieved. This is based on the bottom ash typically representing about
6% by volume of the original waste feed. This will reduce the potential for landfill
associated amenity nuisance.

SOCIO-ECONOMIC

A qualitative assessment was undertaken to consider the impact of the Resource Park
in terms of employment, economic impact and community gains. The assessment
considered employment, business, tourism, and land-use issues in and around the
development of the Resource Park, and provided comment where these are likely to be
affected by the proposal.

Located on the 80 ha New Raynesway development and next to the largest user of
energy in Derby (Celanese), the Resource Park will provide a source of low
carbon/renewable energy which could allow the surrounding businesses to be entirely
self-sufficient in respect of energy, heat and sustainable waste management
requirements. This is a key feature for attracting investment to the area by providing
all potential tenants with access to low carbon energy and heat and cost effective
sustainable waste management.

The plot chosen on the New Raynesway development sits adjacent to a 200MW
Combined Cycle Gas fired Power Station (Derwent Co- Generation Limited) and the
largest industrial user of electricity and heat in Derby (Celanese). This industrial
backdrop provides a suitable setting against which to locate the Resource Park.

Directly, the Resource Park will create 52 much needed jobs (Derby’s unemployment
rate is above the national average at above 6%) and will bring over £1M of wages into
the local economy. Over 50% of the jobs will be NVQ level 2 and above, this is a level
of employment that requires specific training and skills, enhancing the employment
profile of the area. The types of employment at the Resource Park will also be value
enhancing to the area with the average salary £1000 per annum higher than the
average income in Derby.

The Key benefits of the development are outlined below:

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The assessment has concluded that the overall impact from the development would be
positive, providing employment for the local area, economic benefit (both direct and
indirect).

LANDUSE

The existing site is industrial in nature and is currently clear of any previous site
infrastructure, apart from a culverted stream. As a result of this proposal there will be
no loss of agricultural land or similar.

The Resource Park will be accommodated within a previously approved industrial
building result. A flue stack, bypass vents, cooling modules, silos and additional
external equipment will be the only significant addition to the site. It is considered
that the proposed use will maintain the industrial appearance/use of the site.

The air quality assessment and human health risk assessment have shown that
emissions from the EGF will not cause any adverse pollution that would affect the
overall quality of the surrounding land. The operation of the Resource Park will have
no significant land use effects on the wider area.

Whilst the introduction of the Resource Park at the site maybe considered as a new
activity, the proposed development characteristics, the existing land use allocation and
the historic land use of the site place it in context. The proposed development is
considered to be a beneficial effect in land use terms, given the function of the
Resource Park in providing for the waste management needs, and inward investment
for Derby.

CULTURAL HERITAGE

A desk-based assessment aimed to review and summarise the baseline conditions as
stated in the existing archaeological report and, if necessary, outline the proposed
mitigation measures during the construction and operational phases of the
development of the Resource Park. The assessment also considered areas where
development may affect previously unknown buried archaeological remains.

No cultural sites were identified within the proposal site boundary. A total of 5
areas/sites of potential archaeological significance were identified within 1km beyond
the proposal site boundary.

The assessment identifies that the adaption of the approved industrial building for use
as a Resource Park will have negligible direct impact upon the identified archaeological
sites during the implementation works. In addition during the operation of the site,
indirect impacts such as noise, vibration and emissions to air have been assessed as
having no significant negative impact on identified archaeological sites.

CONCLUSIONS AND SUMMARY

This Non-Technical Summary has outlined the findings of the Environmental Impact
Assessment of the Raynesway Resource Park, which are contained within the
Environmental Statement that accompanies the planning application.

Overall, the effects of the development following mitigation are not considered to be
significant. The potential impacts have been fully assessed and where appropriate
mitigated as a result of an iterative design process for the development, and through
careful consideration of emissions control, abatement techniques, and high quality
process, architectural and landscape design.
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WHAT HAPPENS NEXT?

Prior to making a decision on the planning application, Derby City Council will seek
advice from a number of statutory, non-statutory consultees and key stakeholders,
such as the Environment Agency, Natural England, and will make the full
Environmental Statement available for examination by members of the public at the
Council Offices in Derby.
